Cake Decorating Entry Rules
Celebrating America
1. Entries must be at the fairgrounds by 3:30 pm on Thursday, July 16th. Please bring entries to the picnic shelter. Cakes and awards must be picked up by 9:00 pm on Thursday, July 16th.
2. Cake must be “fake” meaning; using cake dummies instead of real cake. (cake will not be eaten: nowhere to store)
3. Cake must be at least 10” in height. Stacked cakes are usually larger bottom and smaller top tier, ie 8” bottom and 6” top. Participant can do 2 or more “tiers”.
4. Decorated items must be least 70% edible; i.e. modeling chocolate, fondant, icing (some minor use of non-edible items is permitted; i.e. glitter, wires, popsicle sticks as cake will not be eaten.
5. Cake must represent the theme: 2026 Americana (250th Celebration)
6. Work MUST be participants alone. Children under 10 are allowed some help.
7. Entries must have a small title banner on the cake somewhere: Name your cake!
